





On the trail of Bruckner

Anton Bruckner has left his mark on this city like no other
musician. He spent his youth and nurtured his love of mu-
sic here. Music lovers should not miss a tour of Linz, Anton
Bruckner’s birthplace in Ansfelden and St. Florian, where he
is buried.

The Bruckner staircase in Linz's Ignatiuskirche features a permanent exhibition of the back-
ground to his work. The highlight of the exhibition is the organ which has been preserved
just as the master left it, and which he played for 13 years as cathedral organist.

The Brucknerhaus (1), the city’s largest concert hall, and the most influential orchestra of
the country, the Bruckner Orchester Linz, led by Dennis Russell Davies (2) are both proud to
bear his name, as is the Anton Bruckner Private University. Anton Bruckner is buried in the
Augustine Monastery at St. Florian (3).
